Lindsay Ferrari’s Classroom Behavior Management:


In my classroom I use positive words that will help redirect negative behaviors. I have a bee hive chart, with each hive the colors of a stoplight, and magnetic bees on the hives. These bees and bee hives are used to represent the one, two, three, magic method. Each child’s name is on one of the bees and is placed on the green hive. If a child does something that necessitates a warning (taking toys, running, yelling, mean words, hurting others, etc.), the first time they will receive a verbal warning. Following the verbal warning will be discussion with the child telling them specifically what they are doing that is inappropriate. If the behavior continues they are warned again, this time they will need to move their bee to the yellow hive. If the behavior continues for a third time the child must move their bee to the red hive, sit in time out for two minutes, and will receive a call home. After two minutes the child is talked to about what they did. If any violent acts take place it is an immediate time-out. The child will also receive a phone call home.
Rules: 
1. Be Respectful
    * Follow directions the first time given.
    * Respect each other, yourself, & classroom materials.
    * Listen while the teacher is talking. No talking at
       inappropriate times.
    * Work quietly inside voices.
2. Be Responsible
     * Bring your folder and book bag to school every day.
     * Be ready to learn

3. Be Safe
     * Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself.
     * Remember to use appropriate behavior at all times:   

        Specials, hallway, bathroom and outside.   
     * Walk place to place.
